Program Regulations and Requirements for Doctoral Degree Students
Revised and approved at GIEE Institute meeting on July 01, 2013
Revised and approved at GIEE Institute meeting on March 03,2014

1. These regulations and requirements are established in accordance
with the Degree Conferral Law and Enforcement Rules for Degree
Conferral Law by the Ministry of Education in Taiwan, as well as
the Study regulations and the Regulations for the Conferment of
Master’s and Doctoral Degrees by National Central University

2. International students may apply for admission into the university in
accordance with the regulations set forth in the University’s
Procedures Governing International Student Admissions.

3. Before the registration, the student should select the dissertation
advisor. The student is also under the supervision of the Advisory
Committee.

4. New students are required to attend the Orientation and the
Laboratory Safety and Hygiene Training held by the GIEE. Those
who do not complete the training and pass the pertinent test are
prohibited from working in any laboratory.

5. Ph.D. students are expected to complete their study in two-to-seven
academic years. Direct-admission doctoral students must comply
43
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il.

with the regulations governing the doctoral student’s term of study
once they have completed their master’s level courses and begun
their doctoral courses.

Ph.D. students must conduct research and study under the
supervision of dissertation advisors and must submit related
document to the Advisory Committee according to the GIEE
regulations.

After enrollment, students must propose the program of study under
the guidance of advisor.

The program of study must be submitted to the Advisory Committee
for approval before the end of the first semester.

The program of study should include courses and research plans,
study timetable, and possible publications.

8. Course Requirements:

i~ Minimum of 30 credit hours of course work at 6000 level or higher,

exclusive of Research and Seminar, are required. Direct-admission
doctoral students are expected to earn at least 46 credit hours (of
which at least 18 must be credit hours earned from doctoral
courses).

i1 ~ Core courses from the GIEE must be taken.

iii ~ Students must enroll Seminar each semester. Those who may apply

for the defense of the dissertation before the middle of the semester
may petition the Course Committee for exemption from enrolling in
Seminar by submitting the Seminar Exemption application form,
the Research Progress Report, and written permission from their
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advisor to the GIEE Office at least one week prior to the beginning
of the semester.

Students must enroll Research, which is consistent with a realistic
appraisal of the amount of work to be done on a project, thesis, or
dissertation, and the amount of faculty involvement and use of
GIEE facilities required, for 4 times.

iii. Unless a pass of the Level-One TOCFL test or equivalent approved,

international students are required to complete at least 2 Chinese
language courses offered by the Language Center at NCU.

Direct-admission doctoral students should also meet the
requirements above as admitted to the doctoral program. Exemption
for courses already taken while enroll in the master program must be
approved by the Advisory Committee.

9. Ph.D. Qualification Examination: The Qualification Exam consists
of written and oral portions.

The written exam is held before the school starts every semester.
Application should be submitted before mid-January or mid-July.

The students who complete 18 credits and pass all core courses
could apply for the Qualification Exam with the advisor’s
permission.

Written exam includes 3 subjects. Subject one is composed of all
core courses in the GIEE. Subjects two and three are related to the
research area of the dissertation and at least one subject has to be the
elective course from the GIEE. The student whose scores rank
within top 1/2 for all core courses is exempted from taking Subject
one.

Each core course weights equally in Subject one and the passing
grade is 70 points.
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vi. If the student fails the first written examination, the second must be
taken within 12 months of the first examination.

vii. After passing the written exam, the student must submit the Ph.D.
Dissertation Proposal to the Advisory Committee within 6 months.
The Oral Exam will be scheduled and the dissertation advisor must
be present.

viii. The student who fails the Oral Exam must re-apply for the second
examination within one year.

ix. The student who fails the Qualification Exam within 4 academic

years after the enrollment will be dismissed from the Ph.D. program.

The scores of Qualification Exam are valid for 8 years after passing.

x. The student who pass the Qualification Exam and meet the course
requirement may become the Ph.D. Candidate with the approval of
the Advisory Committee.

10. Doctoral Examination (Thesis Defense)

The student must publish (accepted included) at least 2
dissertation-related EI, SCI, or SSCI journal papers as the first
author (the order of advisor is excluded if co-authored). Under
special circumstances, one of the EI, SCI, or SSCI journal papers
could be replaced by 2 International English peer-reviewed journal
papers if approved by the Advisory Committee.

14. Students must clear the office(s) as well as lab(s), and returning all
the items and equipment borrowed from the GIEE before leaving.

15. NCU Application Form for Leaving School shall be approved by the
dissertation advisor, the GIEE office, and the Chair before processing
the graduation procedures required by the University.

16. Matters that are not fully described herein should follow the relevant
legislations and degree conferral procedures set by the Ministry of
Education in Taiwan and the University.

17. The aforementioned study regulations shall be implemented and
entered into force upon approval by the GIEE and the Academic Affairs
Committee of the University. The same procedure applies to any
amendment of these study regulations
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
